THE CONNECTICUT STATE
LEGISLATURE AKA CGA

WHAT: The Connecticut General Assembly (CGA) is

the state legislature of Connecticut. Its main
responsibility is to pass laws.

WHO: Legislators are elected to 2 year terms to

represent their district. The number of
representatives elected to serve each town
or city depends on population size.

WHERE: The Legislative Office Building (aka the

LOB) is the building where most of the
business of the legislature takes place, like
committee meetings and public hearings.

The State Capitol is next to the LOB and it's
where the legislature debates and votes on
potential laws. The Governor’s and
